Forensic Science - Under the microscope!

n the last couple of months, | have met a lot of students who ask
me: What is Forensic Science? Why should we opt for Forensic
Science? What are the scopes of Forensic Science? Forensic
Science is a comparatively new field but definitely, the need of
the hour. In technical language, “ Forensic science as a discipline
has utilized the knowledge of natural science; it includes many
scientific sub-disciplines such as biological science, chemical
and toxicological science, and physical science and ballistics to
recognize a piece of evidence and utilize it for conviction in the
court of law.” While in a layman’s language, it is Dr. Salunkhe of
CID! It refers to the applications of scientific methods or procedures
in order to help prove or solve a crime.

Sir Arthur Conan Doyle or popularly known as Sherlock Holmes was
among the first to popularize the use of natural sciences in criminal
cases through his writings in the 19th century. He was loved and
adored for his ability to look into minute details and apply scientific
crime detection methods in solving a crime. Scientific methods and
explanations for the detection of poisons, personal identification,
and the uniqueness of fingerprints were also developed in the late
1800s.

The basis of criminal investigation lies in a “principle of mutual
exchange” according to which every contact leaves a trace. This
was proposed by Edmond Locard of France. The study of Forensic
Science is applied to:

» Recording and securing the crime scene

» Collecting and preserving potential evidence at the crime

scene

» Identity identification of the victim as well as the culprit

» Providing an authentic testimony to the crime.
A person who has specialized in forensic science as a major
subject can take up several career paths such as Crime Scene
Investigators, Crime Lab Forensic Professionals, Forensic
Pathologists, Forensic Anthropologists, Forensic Odontologists,
Forensic Document Examiner, Forensic Fingerprint examiners,
Forensic Biology Expert, Forensic Ballistic Expert, Forensic
Chemist, Forensic Physics Expert, Cyber Forensic Scientists and
much more.
